I. RESIDENCIES: 

3-day/weekend residency

Residencies can involve a combination of technique classes, special topics seminars and workshops, lectures/discussions and company rehearsals (if staging choreography).

Residencies can focus on one or more of the following elements:

Ballet technique classes

Modern dance technique classes

Improvisation & composition workshops

Ballet pedagogy seminars for college dance majors and professionals

Modern dance pedagogy seminars for college dance majors and professionals

Choreography & performance workshops

Interdisciplinary creativity & collaboration workshops

Staging repertory or new choreography (for dance companies)*

* Usage fees for repertory or new choreography are additional and negotiated separately.

Two week residencies may culminate in a student/participant informal performance in a lab space or environmentally interesting location.

A lot of daily planning, research, preparation and energy goes into conducting intensive residency classes, seminars, workshops, lectures and rehearsals, therefore the guest artist works no more than 4-6 contact hours per day. They can include only two selections of the following per day in a schedule that is planned by the artist in consideration of the client’s wishes:

•  one 60-90 minute technique class

•  one 90-120 seminar/workshop

•  one two-four hour rehearsal

•  one 60-90 lecture/discussion

Gunild Pak Symes is a seasoned professional in the performing and visual arts community.  She has served on the dance faculties of several universities and professional schools in the United States including the University of Utah, University of Wisconsin-Madison, Kent State University, the School of Ballet West, and Perry-Mansfield Arts School in Colorado. Her choreography has received national recognition by the Carlisle Project, the only national center for the development of ballet choreographers. Her work has been performed by dancers of the Pennsylvania Ballet, Ohio Ballet, Cleveland Ballet, Oklahoma Ballet, Utah Ballet, Northeast Ohio Dance Ensemble, Contemporary Dance Fort Worth, Kent Dance Ensemble, Another Language and Kinetic Café of Utah, and Kathy Gracenin in Germany.  

Ms. Symes has performed as a soloist in her own work and as a guest artist with various companies including Ririe-Woodbury Dance Company, Kent Dance Ensemble, Another Language, Utah Ballet and Performing Danscompany of Utah. She holds a Master of Fine Arts degree in modern dance and a Bachelor of Fine Arts degree in ballet from the University of Utah. She has trained with great artists such as Toni Lander Marks of the Royal Danish Ballet, Wm. F. Christensen, founder of Ballet West, Li Chou and Yi Chi Cheng of the Peking National Ballet, Lupe Serrano of American Ballet Theatre, Mme. Seda Sorvillo of Anna Pavlova’s original dance company, Clay Talieferro, Joan Woodbury and Shirley Ririe, directors of the Ririe-Woodbury Dance Company, Susan McLain-Smith, principle dancer of the Martha Graham Company and Linda Smith, director of the Utah Repertory Dance Company. 

Her expertise, research and speaking engagements cover such topics as creativity, the creative process, arts advocacy, performing arts in schools, comparative arts in dance and visual arts, aesthetics, improvisation, choreography and performance, dance history, dance education.

In addition to her work in the performing arts, Gunild Pak Symes is a freelance writer, photographer and visual artist based in Copenhagen, Denmark. Her art work has been featured by several galleries including ArtMerge and Coupralux Galleries in Dallas, the Mesquite Arts Center and Renditions Gallery in Texas. She has received awards and grants from the Dallas Society of Illustrators, the Mesquite Arts Council and the Texas Commission on the Arts. 

Originally from New York, Ms. Symes has traveled throughout the United States writing and photographing nature, landscapes, and people for publications and commercial clients. Today’s Dallas Woman Magazine supplement to the Dallas Morning News in Texas and Catalyst Magazine in Salt Lake City, Utah, have published her stories and photographs. Recent articles cover topics in business, travel, health, economics, women's issues, education, dance, culture and the arts. She has interviewed and written about U.S. senators and state politicians such as Kay Bailey Hutchison and Harryette Ehrhardt, artists and entrepreneurs, private investigators and medical specialists, and has gone on assignment to the jungles, mountains and islands of Malaysia to cover dive resorts, Mount Kota Kinabalu and the boat people of Mabul. She interviewed the world champion in free diving, Tanya Streeter, at the world diving convention in Las Vegas. In Copenhagen, Ms. Symes has photographed and written feature stories about Royal Danish porcelain and glass and interviewed the former speaker of the Danish parliament, Erling Olsen, about the EU and the Euro. 

Currently, she teaches on the faculty of Dansens Hus, the professional dance center of Copenhagen, Denmark, and assists European professionals with text correction for American English, especially copy for web sites that target American business and trade. She served as assistant on location and American English translation specialist to the editor-in-chief of the premier Scandinavian diving magazine, DYK, and now continues this work for Adventure World Magazine, Aquascope Underwater Photography and Blue Horizons Adventure Club.
